WHY DO WE USE INCENSE?  Incense is used during our worship to symbolize our prayers ascending to God. Our prayers are sweet to God’s ears and so our incense smells sweet.  During the procession the Thurifer leads our altar team sending forth incense symbolizing prayers for unity and worthy worship. Once in front of the congregation, the priest then uses the incense to symbolize prayer of thanksgiving to God for our liturgical space, then turns and "censes" the congregation as a prayer of blessing.  As we exit, incense symbolizes prayers for strength and guidance as we go forth into the world to do the work God sets before us.

ALL SAINTERS ARE GOING ON A MISSION TRIP! -  Well, we are just about 6 months out from leaving on our mission trip to Pine Ridge Indian Reservation in South Dakota. Fourteen members of All Saints have committed to a week-long work/cultural experience during the last week of Sept. We will be working for a 501c3 group called Re-Member located near the Ogala Lakota Indian population. Re-Member oversees a workshop where we will be building bunk beds and delivering them along with a complete set of bedding to the disadvantaged population on the reservation. We will also be skirting trailers and building decks and handicapped ramps. During our week-long visit, Re-Member will offer cultural programs with the Ogala Lakota elders to further our understanding of their situation. This fulfills one of the three outreach goals we have here at All Saints – to serve the disadvantaged locally, nationally and globally. 

OUR NEXT LOCAL OUTREACH PROGRAM – Our next day to prepare and serve dinner at the Rock Island Rescue Mission, a Christian oriented sheltering program for homeless men, is Thurs. May 18th. Look for a sign-up sheet in the fellowship hall as the time gets nearer.

FOOD PANTRY COLLECTION CONTINUES – As always, we are doing our best to alleviate hunger here in Moline. We continue to collect non-perishable food items and other toiletries for the local food pantry and women’s shelter. This year to date we have collected 500 plus items. Anything you contribute helps – if you use it/eat it/like it/need it then buy one or two to donate!

QUARTER TUBE – Do you pass by the tall tube sitting by the doors to the sanctuary each week? We collect quarters in that tube. Once or twice a year we make a designated contribution to Episcopal Relief and Development. The money is used to purchase live stock or malaria nets or build wells in communities around the globe. LOVING OUR NEIGHBOR AS OURSELVES starts by getting to know our neighbor. Toward that end, we will host a presentation and dialogue on Islam on Tuesday Evening, April 25th at 7:00 p.m. presented by Imam Sa'ad Baig from the Islamic Center of the Quad Cities. A lot has been said about Isalm, some true and quite a few exaggerations and distortions. In the Quad Cities, we have quite a few Muslim neighbors, and we need to learn how to live with them as fellow God lovers. This presentation will be an opportunity to ask questions and dispel myths. The presentation will last no more than an hour and a half so we should be done by 8:30 p.m.
THE AFRICAN CHILDREN’S CHOIR - On Saturday Evening May 13th, All Saints is honored to present the African Children’s Choir. This Choir travels across the USA and internationally. We are the only church or organization in the Quad Cities to host the Choir. The ACC is composed of African children, aged 7 to 10 years old. Many have lost one or both parents through the devastation of war, famine and disease. They represent all the children of a continent, and they demonstrate the potential of African children to become strong leaders for a better future in their land. These children sing beautifully, but the primary goal of the Choir is to raise awareness of the need of destitute and orphaned children in Africa and to raise funds for continued development and support of the African Children’s Choir Programs. The Choir’s international educational endeavor provides unique training for the children. Once Choir members have completed a concert tour, they will return to their homelands with the tools necessary for bettering their future. Here is just one story, Rose Mbenya Kamwetu, Member of Choir 8…Rose Mbenya Kamwetu, who goes by the name of Mbenya, comes from a family of four. She has an older brother, a younger brother, and a younger sister. Selected to participate in Choir 8, she toured the US, Canada, and made a brief visit to Spain in 1992. She was also in a choir that toured Singapore, the Seychelles, and Malaysia in 1993. After returning to Africa, Music for Life sponsored Mbenya’s education; she received support through her advanced degree and graduated in Law. After being admitted to the bar in October of 2009, Mbenya is fully qualified to practice law in Uganda.  To support this concert we will need volunteer help with set up, meal preparation, and serving. Sign-up sheets will be put out in the Fellowship Hall. Visitors are welcome to help volunteer to help too.
