LISTEN CLOSELY to the words of our last hymn this morning. Hymn #448 is a summary of Christ's life. It starts with the nativity, then has the baptism and temptations. Then talks about Jesus ministry. Then has the betrayal, crucifixion and death. Then his resurrection and blessing us with the Holy Spirit. We end with a doxology.  This hymn comes from a Latin work (possibly a poem) from the 15th century that was translated in the late 19th century and set in its current musical form in 1905. This is a beautiful and timeless piece. I pray it sticks in your head so you can hum or sing it later. 
A TIP OF THE HAT - This month, as spring flowers come into bloom, we acknowledge and thank all those who have helped to beautify our altar in all the seasons by adding spring glory, winter and spring alike, with floral tributes to accompany the beloved words and the music we hear at each Sunday service. A tip of the hat to all who donate flowers!

GREAT COMMISSION - We frequently hear about the Great Commandment and the New Commandment given to us by Jesus, but did you know he gave us a commission too? The GREAT COMMISSION is found in Matthew which reads, "Jesus came and said to them, ‘All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything that I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.’" We are commissioned to share the good news. The best way we can do that is invite people to join us. To make that easier, our Evangelism Committee created business cards with All Saints info on it. They are put out by where you pick up your worship booklet. Please take a few and share them with people as a means of inviting them to join us in worshipping our Lord. GOSPEL MUSIC CAMP -  This year the gospel music camp will be held June 19th through the 24th at Blackhawk College. This one week camp, open to kids from 10 through 18, explores the rich musical and historical tradition of gospel music. It is FREE. Volunteers are needed. Those of us not musically inclined help to set up, serve the snacks and lunch, and clean up. [bookmark: _Hlk482194512]POINT TO PONDER - Why do we celebrate communion each Sunday? Most of us are aware that other churches in differing denominations host communion once per month or, in a few cases, only a couple of times per year. I pray you also noticed that their worship focuses on preaching. These services usually have three or four songs to energize the congregation at the opening, then the preacher comes out and speaks referring to the Bible as the preacher breaks open the Word. The preacher speaks for 25 to 45 minutes tying scripture to a topic or lesson. Worship will then close with a song or maybe two. Once per month they host communion as a MEMORIAL event, a remembrance of what happened over 2000 years ago. Often times, their communion will be offered using small cups with juice and bits of bread that are passed out after they hear the story of the last supper. AS EPISCOPALIANS, we believe that seeking communion with our living and present Lord is discovered in and through the sharing of the Word and the breaking of the bread and the sharing of the common cup. We believe that Communion is the PRINCIPAL act of Christian worship. We believe that our worship service is more than hearing the Word and remembering what happened. Through our worship, we embody the Word. We believe that we are called to both remember what happened and see it as a present reality. We believe that our bread and wine as "a sacrament is a physical and material element set before the external senses representing by likeness, signifying by institution, and containing by sanctification an invisible and spiritual grace from God." (Hugh of St Victor) We are literally embodying the words from the Gospel according to John "So Jesus said to them, ‘Very truly, I tell you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood have eternal life, and I will raise them up on the last day; for my flesh is true food and my blood is true drink. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide in me, and I in them."  (Jn 6:53-56, NRSV) We seek communion, or oneness, with our Lord, and from that meal we get the energy to do the work that God sets before us in our daily lives. Each Sunday we continue to seek to become one with Christ and renew our energy to serve him as laborers in the world. This is why we celebrate communion each Sunday.
EASTER SEASON - We celebrate the joy of the resurrection for 50 days mirroring the events found in scripture. During this time, we should be in a very festive mood. Think about the overwhelming joy Mary, and then all disciples, felt when they see the risen Lord after his crucifixion. Think about Thomas, think about the disciples on the road to Emmaus. During the 50 days of Easter we recall these events. On the fortieth day, we remember Christ ascending back into paradise. On the fiftieth day, we celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit with a special Pentecost service. The Easter Season is supposed to stand in contrast to the pensive, penitent season of Lent. So, during this joy-filled time, treat your self - eat extra chocolate (or some other goodie), do some additional fun events (come to the African Children's Choir), go see friends, go to a ballgame. Whatever brings you happiness. In other words, enjoy the gift of life like you know you are redeemed, like you know you are a child of God. Let the world see your joy. And when people ask why are you so happy, tell them the good news - CHRIST IS ALIVE.
